* 6 Governorates

e 21 MPs each

* 2 MPs for Diaspora ( 1 Muslim/ 1 Christian)
128 total MPs

* Total Sectarian quota maintained as per Taif
Accord

North
Lebanon

* Each Lebanese Citizen can vote for
approximately half the number of seats in the
Governorate he/she belongs to. In other words
has 11 votes. Can only assign one vote per
candidate.

* If lives outside, votes for two diaspora MPs
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How would this unfold : an illustration

* In each Governorate there are 21 seats.
* In a particular Governorate X, the 21 seats are distributed according to the
following sectarian distribution
— 10 seats Sect A
— 4 Seats Sect B
— 3 Seats Sect C
— 2 Seats Sect D
— 1 Seat SectE

— ( Note: in application, total sectarian distribution across governorate would comply with
current Taif Accord allocations)

e There are 50 Candidates for the 21 seats.

« “W” s acitizen of Governorate X. He has 11 votes to distribute amongst
the candidates. He does this regardless of candidates sect or his own sect.

 The winners are the top 10 candidates for Sect A, the top 4 for Sect B, top 3
for Sect C, top 2 for Sect D, and top 1 for Sect E.
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Advantages

* Equality amongst citizenry in terms of voting power.
e Equality amongst Governorates.

* Block voting for lists becomes obsolete as citizen does not have 21 votes to vote for a
complete list. This guarantees better representation.

* Voter has to think well as to where to distribute his/her votes, and is forced to
abandon herd mentality...at least partially.

* Candidates/lists must better align with all voters, not just a core constituency that
has a slim majority or is easily mobilized ( whether through money, transport,
political loyalty etc)

* For any given political party, this will broaden the political discourse and force
inclusion and dialogue as a necessity to getting as many candidates as possible to
Parliament.

* And if the citizen votes along sectarian lines...or not, in the end he/she has freedom
of choice.

* Very difficult for one Sect to dominate a governorate election.
